Common woods for fires
Ash

The best burning wood providing both flame and heat and if necessary will burn when green. Readily available. Easy to identify by the green bark and black buds.
Beech
Another fairly good fire wood when dry but only fair when green. Easy to identify from the leaves and the mast. Care should be used collecting as beech is notorious for dropping limbs.
Blackthorn
Easily one of the best woods as it burns slowly, with good heat and little smoke. Found in most hedge rows. Easy to identify in the spring due to the white flowers and thorny branches.
Hawthorn
Again, common to find in hedge rows and easily identified by the leaves and berries. Very good heat and slow burning with little or no smoke.
Hazel
Again, common to find in hedge rows and easily identified by the leaves and nuts.
Horse Chestnut

The ‘conker’. Common in woods and fields. Good flame and heating power but pops and spits a lot.

Pine
Burns with a very good flame, like chestnut is prone to spitting. Can produce sooty smoke if ‘fatty’.
